Abgract : In recent years, migrant workers oorflict behaviorsfor benefit ddendng have
increased. me migrant workers took measures of in-sysem conplants or out-sytem
oollective behaviors, whereas ome of them keep dlence. This article probes into factors
in migrant workers' choosng measures o oorflict behaviors agangd bendfit damages.
Generdly eaking, sense o rddive deprivation, cognitive leve o the Labor Lawv, scde
o ocid nework, and oollective dormitory dfect corflict behaviors. But in choosng
conplantsor oollective behaviors, education and network had clearer efects over the
choice of conplaint ; collective dormitory brought more collective behaviors. Ownership of
enterprie did ot have an evident dfect either on reducing outsde enterprise corflict
actions, or inducing irrsygsem resolves. To improve labor organizetion, to reduce
conplaint cog , to augment the level of ration in bendfit corflict , and to inditutiondize
enployer-employee relation are preconditions of developing migrant workers'  ahility of
driving for their bendits, rationdizing bendit corflict behavior and including it into
sydemic exressons.
